I have been litter-picking my local streets, including the removal of rubbish by car for disposal at the nearest recycling centre, for the ten years that I have been a resident of the High Street; one of my neighbours, approximately a year ago, acquired a large, loud hound that is walked, and defecates, to the rear of my leasehold property, in Connops Way, at the top of which I also rent two garages.
 
My 'litter-pick', or a visit to my garage, then, takes me up-and-down the High Street, up-and-down Connops Way and thus through Julie Davies' dog-walk. Ms Davies considers, mistakenly, that I have been 'stalking' her with the magistrates, last December, considering, with no evidence submitted, that Julie represented the 'more credible witness'. Julie's mistake may have been influenced by a state of anxiety brought about by her claimed illness.
 
The local authority, DMBC, last summer, sought an interview regarding Ms Davies' allegations, but I couldn't make their date because I had to make myself available to take a vulnerable family member on holiday, when health, weather, and available bookings permitted and because I requested a 'fair' hearing, one-to-one with a Council official (or two-on-two with representation) and at an independent venue. The background, here, is an increasingly-bitter dispute with DMBC, largely over its uncaring waste-disposal practices, complicated by the fact that so many of its Officials and Members, are 'canophiles'.
 
The current Chief Executive, Sarah Norman, for example, is either astonishingly selfish or worryingly ignorant, considering that any of the Borough's potentially delightful nature reserves are "good places to walk a dog", with seemingly no regard for the damage that dogs can inflict on wildlife. The new Council Leader, Cllr Patrick Harley, who I believe, also lives with a dog, defended the recent Council Leader, Cllr Peter Lowe, who I understand, also lives with a dog, when I reported Cllr Lowe's reaction, in Council Chambers, to my pictorial evidence of Council-generated waste left 'on the street', as, "I can't be expected to take action against my own authority." But this is an evasion of responsibility, might be considered as misconduct in a public office and reflects the corrupt condition of the Council.
 
I have great difficulty persuading the Council that, despite the evidence that dogs, in particular, bring all manner of diseases into homes, it should not permit dogs in its accommodation, particularly shared accommodation, such as Julie Davies' set of apartments (or 'block'); this might well be because so many of its Officials and Members have such a limited set of personal standards, themselves having 'intimate' relationships with dogs. This might also explain why the Borough is strewn with Council detritus, including Trade (or Commercial) Waste, left to be collected, eventually, by the Council, Housing Waste, left to be collected, at some point, perhaps a fortnight, in the future, by the Council, and even bags of waste left on the street by the Street Cleansing Service, again to be collected, eventually, by the Council.
 
 
The Council has, then, pursued a particularly nasty and vindictive approach in its dealings with this conscientious, tax-paying resident. There is no evidence that I have harassed Julie Davies, but there is evidence (see my witness statements, below) that Julie has approached and harassed me, to include a prolonged verbal attack, 'on the High Street'. These incidents were reported to the Council on the 9th September 2016, but, about a week later, I was the one arrested!
 
Importantly, I had not been told by the Council to avoid conversation with Julie Davies, contrary to Julie's own view, before my arrest.
 
At the time of writing, neither the Council nor the Police, as far as I am aware, have interviewed my witnesses.
 
So whilst there is no evidence of any wrong-doing on my part, it appears that I am a victim of spiteful behaviour by the authorities, largely, if not wholly, because of my stance on The Dog. Yes, I consider that dogs should not, with the possible exception of assistance dogs, be walked in public places; they have, most often, a habit of urinating on the pavements and defecating on any green space, but if I were to perform in the same manner I would be in contravention, I believe, of laws on public decency. It is not necessary for a dog to be walked, so to speak, on 'my front lawn' (which is public land and thus, as a member of the public, in my part-ownership) or in 'my back yard' (which is public land and thus, as a member of the public, in my part-ownership), when it can be walked around an owners' rear garden, in a straight line, in a circle, or, for further variation, in a figure of eight. No person, with some possible exceptions, should admit a dog into its dwelling, a Council apartment or a suite of apartments.
 
I am hoping that the Court will provide some assistance in my battle with the British authorities as, additionally, the Investigating Officer (PC Simon Watkins), the outgoing DMBC Cabinet Member for Housing  (Cllr Gaye Partridge), the recent local Housing Manager (Matthew Cartwright), my current Conservative Member of Parliament (Margot James) the Labour Candidate for the Stourbridge Constituency (Cllr Peter Lowe) and even the Head of State, Monarch and Crown (Betty Windsor) are all 'dog-people'.
